2. MINUTES OF LAST MEETING

3. INTRODUCTION

It was decided to start the meeting off by choosing a name for the group.  Many wonderful suggestions had been made!  Jane Burras put forward the name “Larkrise” and it was thought that this would be very suitable.  Chris Harris suggested two separate words be used.  It was proposed that the full title would be “Lark Rise the School Community Support Group”.
