2.MINUTES OF LAST MEETING – 14 MAY 2007

3.ACTIONS FROM PREVIOUS MEETING

Karen ran through the actions from the previous meeting:

Karen had placed an update on Lark Rise in the school newsletter.

David Busby had arranged a thank you gift for Martin.

Pat Bennett had found out about the public liability insurance for events – this was OK and covered within school.

Sue Munday had printed off the tickets – 53 had been sold to date.

David Busby – Masons would be able to offer 30% discount on material for tablecloths.

Celia was still negotiating with Farmer Peachcroft for a better price on hay bales.

Ruth Cross thought she might be able to get hold of white tablecloths or buy some cheaply from Lewis Baker’s shop in town.  Sarah Onion would also try St Nics.

Pat Bennett – unfortunately the musicians Pat had approached already had a gig planned on the Barn Dance evening.

Beryl Tillin  - Beryl would speak to Martin Sené to find out if he knew of anyone to help with music during the interval.

Sue Munday would put a reminder about the Barn Dance in the notices and the weekly staff newsletter.

Children – a game of heads and tails would also be organised for the children attending and a small prize would be given.

Cloakroom tickets and chocolates for childrens prize would need to be purchased.

Sarah Onion would come and help set up the hall.  Sue Munday asked what help would be required from the school.  She agreed to find the location of the nearest first aid kit & speak to the catering department about access to the fridges.

Sarah Onion would arrange watermelon pieces to bring for refreshments.

Celia would be contacted re floats for the barn dance and collection of money from the evening.

Sarah and Ruth would go to Tesco for drink on Thursday evening.  Ruth had already bought some lager on a very good offer – well done Ruth!!

Beryl Tillin had been able to get some packets of Fair Trade dried fruit mix.

Graham, the Site Manager had offered his help and said that he will not charge for overtime re closing up afterwards.  It was suggested that we offer him some complimentary tickets.

Hall decoration – bunting – Graham would be asked for his help in putting this up.

Ruth Cross had drawn up a rota chart ready to be sent out and filled in by willing committee members to help the evening run smoothly.

4.COMMUNICATION

Lark Rise now had a page on the Larkmead website.

5.ALADDIN

Karen had contacted Lee Spencer and Linda Champion and they felt help was mainly needed with Y7 crowd control as they may over excited and a bit raucous!!!   Volunteers came forward to help out with this but more are needed.  Karen agreed to create a rota and email parents.

6.FUNDRAISING IDEAS

Sara had recently spoken to a friend who helps run the PTA at Fitzharrys and she had then been emailed by the Fitzharrys treasurer, Sue Woolhouse who had kindly offered to attend a Lark Rise meeting to offer advice on fundraising ideas (their biggest money raisers are the 200 club, Xmas and Summer raffles and providing refreshments at school productions).  They have also offered to show us a copy of their constitution.  Sara asked if anyone had any objection to this and it was agreed that it would be good to get some ideas from others.  This will be discussed further at the next meeting.

7.COLLECTIVE WORSHIP
