2. ACTIONS FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

Karen ran through the actions from the last meeting held on 25 February 2009.
a) The Larkmead Learning Ark was now available to browse on the Lark Rise website.
b) Moira Harris had reviewed the school calendar to find possible dates to hold events.  She had received an email from Pat Bennett’s office with dates for the year.  Two of the dates were New Welcome Parents Evening on Tuesday, 21 April and 2nd New Parents Evening on Tuesday, 23 June.
It was agreed that the new parents evening held on 21 April 2009 was “fantastic”.  It was felt that it was very useful for Lark Rise to have a presence and be a welcome focal point for the new parents. 

3. QUIZ EVENING

4. FUNDRASING UPDATE
The date for the next quiz evening was set for Friday, 26 March 2010.
