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 Objective:- 
 To provide an “integrated” strategy of all Abingdon schools in which to focus on the provision of safer ways to and from school, in particular for pedestrians and cyclists.
1, to establish electronic links with all schools,

2, each school (member) to nominate a representive (this could be a parent or governor)

3, each representative to gather information and identify “hot spots” particularly relevant to their school,
4, to hold a preliminary meeting/workshop of representatives where we can prioritise the hot spots,

5, to engage with relevant bodies,
 Oxfordshire County Council (responsible for Highways, traffic and travel,
 Thames Valley Police (advice, education) 
Sustrans, this is a government funded organisation specifically set up to encourage cycling and walking, (these are a source of funding)

Local media, to bring to the public eye our objectives, maintain media coverage of progress

(This is a useful tool for keeping pressure on our “relevant bodies”)

Possibilities?

1, 20 MPH speed limit? Not just confined to areas surrounding schools, but to all junctions/crossings that are significant journey points (Ock Street, MacDonald’s, Oxford road, Spring road, Faringdon road, Wootton road, Radley road, Preston road, Northcourt road, Bath Street, Caldecott.
 These could be timed to coincide with school opening/closing times.

2, Identify locations where new crossing points are needed
3, upgrade/modify existing crossings

4, identify locations for extra/new school warning lights (double orange flashing lights)

5, identify existing foot path/cycle route weaknesses.

6, Identify locations for new foot paths/cycle ways.

7, Liaise with landowners to encourage better maintenance of overgrown hedgerows that encroach on footpaths.
