Information from Letter to parents re Humanities in Abingdon Field Trip

The Humanities Faculty are conducting a fieldwork event for your son or daughter allowing them to explore Abingdon from a ‘Humanities’ (Geography, History and Philosophy and Religion) perspective. Abingdon has a rich and varied history and we find students are often unaware of how much they can learn from their local town. In order to correct this, the Humanities Faculty have organised a two-week project where students will explore their local town in lessons and then have the opportunity to go into town and put that learning into practice. In class they will be studying topics such as the history and architecture of Abingdon, learning about Abingdon as a settlement and considering the role of religion in the development of the town.  We want to build on this learning by taking students into the town to explore its geography and history and use this knowledge to create a ‘Humanities in Abingdon’ fact file. 

The whole of Year 7 will be off timetable for periods 1-4 when the event will take place, meaning we will be back for lunch. The trip will involve a lot of walking so we ask that your child wears suitable clothing such as trainers and a waterproof coat. School Uniform is optional. We ask that you sign and return the attached form if you are happy for your child to take part. We can provide alternative learning for students unable to attend. We are asking for a small donation of 50p to cover insurance and limited cover costs.
